(E) Consideration of Cases on Appeal and Oral Argument:


(1) 12:40 PM  Meeting with Department of Labor and Training Workers Compensation Unit.

Matt Carey from Workers Compensation Unit and staff explained to the Board members what the requirements are and what information is provided to them by contractors.

(G) Old Business: 
            (1) Review of Regulations: Several meetings have been held to implement programs. The sub-committee has made changes to several divisions so far and agreed to meet again on Wednesday, January 21, 2009 at the chairs office at New England Tech, at 9:00 AM.  The committee will continue to make modifications that will hopefully be ready for a public hearing early this year.
(H) New Business: 


(1) Positions: Currently three positions are vacant and awaiting approval to go forward with the programs from the Department of Administration.  The new person was hired to head the Division of Capital Projects and Property Management, Namvar Moghadam, “Nami,” who will be charged with this responsibility.
(2) Study Commission: The commission was extended until June of 2009 to complete all its objectives and Chair Rep. Charlene Lima will be conducting hearings soon.
(3) Web Changes: The subcommittee will review language changes and discuss options as to what can be modified and how it will be presented. 

(4) Restricted Receipt Account: Monies were transferred from the appropriation account into the restricted receipt account, and a 10% charge is now being assessed on all restricted receipt accounts. 

(5) Budget: Waiting hiring requests put forth in July to go forward with the Home Inspection Program, and Roofing Licensing Program; still pending and Ron Renault advised the Executive Director that Namvar Moghadam will discuss this matter as soon as he comes on board from the Department of Transportation.
(6) Continuing Education Services: NASCLA provided information which will be reviewed by the subcommittee, with possible modifications to the Rules and Regulations.  Several requests have been made by parties to establish criteria, however this can not be done until rules and regulations are established.
(7) Legislation is currently being accepted, and changes required may be submitted via the Legislative Study Commission.

(8)  Expungement concerns for the ten years and the impact on those removed with multiple violations, was discussed but no further action was taken on this matter.
(9)  Insurance for on-line renewals briefly discussed but forwarded to sub-committee for further discussion.

(10)  Credit Cards instead of cash should happen very shortly.  The target is to get this accomplished by February 01, 2009.  Training for staff will take place on January 22nd.

(11)  Eric Anderson sent in his resignation from the Board.  Letter was sent to the Governor in this regard and awaiting a replacement.
(12)  Possible move to the Department of Business Regulations is still pending with no further word as to when and who will be providing the additional staff that the Building Code currently provides the Board.

(13)  Software Program is in the process of being selected by the Department of Business Regulations which will have a major impact on agency.

(14)  The Board even with its restricted receipt account will no longer be supplied with water and cookies at its meetings.  The Executive Director in conjunction with the State Building Code Commissioner has purchased bottle water for its committee meetings.  

(15)  If the Governors removal of the Cola’s and age 59 plans are approved to save funds on retirements, the possibility of two more positions could be lost from the Boards staff.
(16)  Mr. Ladouceur suggested that a letter be sent to homeowners’ when contractors are issued violations working on their property.  This matter was discussed and a suggestion made that a blank form be developed to be sent to the building official and homeowner.  After further discussion the idea of a homeowner issued permit of a different color was mentioned.  It was decided by the Board that a meeting should be set with the President of the Building Officials Association and Building Code Commissioner to discuss this situation; Board members wishing to attend this meeting are Ed Ladouceur, Richard Welch, and Dave Caldwell.  Meeting to be set and parties notified.
